Tell an adult at home 

the Easter story.

Go on a spring walk, what signs of spring 

can you spot?  Can you draw what you 

saw?    

Make a minibeast out of 

your recycling.  You 

could use cardboard 

boxes and tubes, 

yoghurt pots or plastic 

bottles.  You could make 

a butterfly, worm, 

ladybird or spider or 

choose your own 

minibeast to make.
