and wholes and measuring and comparing mass and capacity.

portant basis for many areas of the maths cur-
riculum. Please encourage your child to access
Times Tables Rock Stars as often as possible to
support them with this essential knowledge. The
children’s usernames can be found in their Part-
nership books.
